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Board of Outside Evaluation

The performance of the Independent Administrative Institutions is
evaluated each fiscal year and during the mid-range plan period of
five years, by the Ministry of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology through a Board of Assessment. But the National Insti-
tutes for Cultural Heritage conducts its performance evaluation of its
own and maintains its own board of outside evaluation, consisting of
learned persons from outside the Institutes.

The board has the duty of evaluating the performance of the op-
eration of the Institutes and giving advice to the Institute’s Chairper-
son of the Board. Board members serve renewable 2 year terms and
they hold meetings and conduct inspections as required.
